The first edition of the Passejada amb barret took place in 2005 and 

has been gaining in popularity with every passing year. On the 6th 

edition, that took place in the year 2010, around 250 people joined in, 

and we hope this year it will be many more.  

The Passejada is also an opportunity for the shops of Barcelona to 

dress their windows with hats, as well as organize other events, like 

workshops or exhibits during the week previous to the Passejada. 

La passejada starts at noon on the corner of Rambla Catalunya and 

Diagonal (where the sculpture of the Giraffe is) and from there it goes 

down Rambla Catalunya until it reaches Gran Via.
